Annual Report of the Trustees Year Ending 30" June 2020

The capital at year end was £54,122 of which £15,800 is termed as a ‘permanent endowment’ of the
Trust being the proceeds of a property sale in 1990. Grants made for the building of the Pavilion in
previous years were £338,316.

There was a surplus of income over expenditure of £3,563 for the year. Grants totalling £6,120 were
made. In relation to management/maintenance of the allotments a total of £120 cost was incurred.
Payment of £1,128 was made in respect of works done on land to the west of Englands. No other
expenses were incurred other than Directors and Officers Insurance and membership of GPFA.

The objectives of the Charity are:

- The relief, either generally or individually, or persons in need, hardship or distress who
are resident in the area of Poulton.

- Insofar as income is not needed as above, to apply it for the general benefit of the
inhabitants of Poulton.

- To manage the allotments.

- To ensure the care and maintenance of Englands and the Pavilion.
