The capital at year end was £50,559 of which £15,800 is termed as a ‘permanent endowment’ of the
Trust being the proceeds of a property sale in 1990. Grants made for the building of the Pavilion in
previous years were £338,316.

There was a surplus of income over expenditure of £945 for the year. No grants were made. In relation
to management/maintenance of the allotments and signage a total of £124 cost was incurred. No
other expenses were incurred other than Directors and Officers Insurance and membership of GPFA.
